Due to the Czech Republic’s membership of the EU, citizens of European Un-
ion (EU) countries (Austria, Belgium, Bulgaria, Cyprus, Denmark, Estonia, 
Finland, France Germany, Greece, Hungary, Italy, Ireland, Latvia, Lithuania, 
Luxembourg, Malta, Netherlands, Poland, Portugal, Romania, Slovakia, Slo-
venia, Spain, Sweden and United Kingdom), citizens of European Economic 
Area (EEA) countries (Iceland, Liechtenstein and Norway), and citizens of 
Switzerland, do not require any visa for any type of visit or stay in the Czech 
Republic. 
 

 
Foreign nationals from outside the EU continue to need a visa. The residency 
visa for more than 90 days is valid for 1 year and allows a foreign citizen to 
travel repeatedly into and out of Czech territory. The residence of foreign na-
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tionals in the Czech Republic is governed by the Act on the Residence of 
Aliens in the Territory of the Czech Republic (law no. 326/99, as amended), 
which came into effect on 1st January 2000. Under the terms of this law, it is 
not possible for first-time visa applicants to apply for a student visa on the 
territory of the Czech Republic, or even to pick up a visa they have previously 
applied for. Students therefore must apply for (and obtain) a visa before their 
departure to the Czech Republic.

The faculty came into existence as an independent faculty of pediatric medicine in 1953 when 
pediatrics was separated off from what was then the Faculty of General Medicine. Since 1990, 
when major changes in the content and style of studies took place, the faculty has been known as 
the 2nd Faculty of Medicine of Charles University.

The Charles University Medical Faculty in Pilsen was established by a Czechoslovak presiden-
tial decree in 1945 as part of what was then the only CU Medical Faculty in Prague, but it 
rapidly won independent status and accreditation for its master’s programs.

Hradec Kralove Faculty of Medicine has been in existence since 1945, first as a branch of Pra-
gue Faculty of General Medicine and then as an independent Charles University faculty. 
 
The General Medicine program in basic theoretical disciplines is organised 
during the first two years of studies. It includes biophysics and biostatistics, 
biology, chemistry and biochemistry, anatomy, histology and embryology, 
physiology, and an introduction to clinical disciplines. Teaching is oriented 
towards a detailed knowledge of the structural and functional relationships of 
the human body from the molecular level to the level of organs and systems.  
Further years of study are devoted to preclinical and clinical disciplines such as 
pathological anatomy, pathophysiology, microbiology, pharmacology, internal 
medicine, surgery, ophthalmology, ENT, neurology, psychiatry, dermatove-
nereology, radiology, etc. The sixth year is organised in the University Hospi-
tal as a bedside practice in internal medicine, surgery, gynecology, gynecology 
and obstetrics, pediatrics and in preventive medicine and hygiene.

The programme covers the major fields in the study of present-day English 
(ranging from morphology to semantics) combining theory with practical ap-
plication.  The aim of the literary disciplines is to train students to have a well-
developed appreciation of literary texts and to provide a methodological foun-
dation for analysing and understanding a range of texts.  While developing the 
ability to critically assess texts, these disciplines also provide students with a 
broad range of transferable skills, e.g., the ability to form arguments and to 
communicate them coherently and clearly both orally and in writing.  The pro-
ficiency disciplines (Modern English) develop all four language skills during 
all three years of study so that successful graduates of the programme achieve 
Proficiency level C2 of the Common European Framework of Reference for 
Languages.

The aim of the literary disciplines is to train stu-
dents to have a well-developed appreciation of literary texts and to provide 
methodological and historical bases for analyzing and understanding a range of 
texts.  While developing the ability to critically assess texts, these disciplines 
also provide students with a comprehensive knowledge of the history of Russi-
an Literature of 19th and 20th centuries.  The proficiency disciplines (Modern 
Russian) develop all four language skills throughout the three years of study so 
that successful graduates of the programme achieve a level of Proficiency C1 
of the Common European Framework of Reference for Languages. 
 
 
Follow-up M.A. Study Programme: Secondary School Teacher Education 
– Russian Language (2 years) 
The two-years M.A. programme will enable the graduates to achieve fully-
qualified teacher status. While the programme will further develop subject 
knowledge disciplines: linguistics (mainly pragmatics, stylistics, historical 
evolution of Russian, and special syntactic skills) and literary and cultural stu-
dies (selected readings from mediaeval Russian literature, contemporary Rus-
sian literature, and literature for children). The programme will also provide 
graduates with basic translation skills.

Bachelor in Economics and Finance (BEF) is a three-year programme taught 
fully in English offered for students with a complete secondary education. The 
university charges tuition fees for the studies. Students can apply for a number 
of external scholarships to cover the tuition fees and living expenses. This pro-
gramme is taught at the Faculty of Social Sciences by members of the Institute 
of Economic Studies (IES). The programme aims to give the student a thor-
ough grounding in both theoretical and applied economics and finance. We put 
emphasis on developing abstract analytical reasoning, which allows our gradu-
ates to solve complex economic and financial problems in various settings. The 
applicants must have solid background in Mathematics and good command of 
English. Courses are taught both by IES faculty and external professionals 
from the central bank, commercial banks and business analysts. Graduates 
typically assume challenging positions in banking, consulting, investment 
funds and public administration. 
 
Balkan, Eurasian and Central European Studies (BECES) is a two-year English-
language Master’s degree programme fully accredited by the Ministry of Edu-
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cation of the Czech Republic. It addresses the English speaking audience with 
a deep and versatile exploration of “the East”, understood as a territory com-
posed of Central Europe, the Balkan Peninsula, and the Post-Soviet area, in-
cluding the Caucasus and Central Asia. Primary attention is paid to modern 
history, politics and diplomacy, as well as to fundamental social, cultural and 
economic problems. It also offers students the chance to learn or improve their 
knowledge of some of the Czech language. The core courses provide an over-
view of crucial segments of the area from an analytical and multidisciplinary 
perspective, while the elective classes allow students to create their own spe-
cialisation. The aim of the programme is to help students write a Master’s the-
sis of sufficient quality to merit publication. Through the university’s network 
of exchange programmes, talented students may also be offered the opportu-
nity to make a brief research visit to another country in the area. By developing 
the student’s knowledge of the Czech milieu and language, the programme 
may also serve as an access-point to some of our Ph.D. programmes. The pro-
gramme is deliberately structured to take advantage of the multidisciplinary 
nature of the Faculty, and students will be encouraged to make connections 
between different fields of study, learning to combine a global perspective with 
attention to detail and local interests. It is an excellent stepping stone in devel-
oping an academic career in any of the Faculty’s academic disciplines, as well 
as a valuable source of analytical skills and practical background knowledge 
that can be applied in professional life. 

 
Central European Comparative Studies (CECS) is a two-year master’s pro-
gramme in Central European Comparative Studies fully accredited by the Min-
istry of Education of the Czech Republic. It focuses on the areas of Germany, 
Austria and the Visegrad Countries (the Czech Republic, Slovakia, Poland and 
Hungary) with an overlap onto neighbouring regions. It offers a thorough 
comparative and multidisciplinary understanding of the historical, political, 
economic and cultural developments of these countries. The programme is 
offered either in the form of a full-time study or as a part-time study (optimised 
for working people and with classes on Friday afternoons). The programme 
focuses on comparative analysis in the following areas: political systems in the 
20th century, political development since 1990, the economy, European inte-
gration, culture, and the history of society in the 19th and 20th centuries. It 
also offers students the chance to learn or improve their knowledge of some of 
the Slavonic languages of the area.  Passing some subjects in German is 
obligatory. The graduate of the master’s programme in Central European 
Comparative Studies will have gained a wide range of analytical skills focused 
primarily, though not exclusively, on understanding the Central European re-
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gion from a political, historical, economic, cultural and social point of view. 
Subsequently, such graduates would most likely emerge as regional analysts, 
diplomats, higher civil servants, employees of European institutions or territo-
rial experts. In addition to having a mastery of English, the graduate will pos-
sess a very good knowledge of German (still the most important language of 
the Central European region) and a basic knowledge of at least one Slavonic 
language of the region. 
 
European Studies (ES) programme is a two-year interdisciplinary postgraduate 
programme taught in English. It is intended for full-time students and open to 
all graduates meeting the entrance requirements. The study programme is 
characterized by an interdisciplinary approach: it combines Political Science 
and the study of International Relations with History and Cultural Sciences and 
gives an in-depth insight into relevant European themes from the point of view 
of Social Sciences (Sociology, Economics, and Political Sciences) and Modern 
History. The programme focuses on the study of the territory of Europe and 
on the European integration process in all its complexity and variety. The pro-
gramme deals not only with individual European countries, member states of 
the EU and its regions, but also with the European integration process with the 
focus mainly on its current development influenced by two features: 
the enlargement and deepening of the European integration process. It studies 
the theoretical basis, the origins and development of European integration, EU 
institutions and their development with particular attention paid to the institu-
tional reform and its consequences for the functioning of the EU and EU 
member states. It also studies the political and decision-making system and 
other law, economical and cultural aspects of the European integration. Theo-
retically, its primary focus is on the process of division of powers and the ex-
ercise of multi-level governance. Particular attention is paid to the role and 
position of Central European states in the EU. 
 
Geopolitical Studies (GPS) is a two-year English-language Master's degree pro-
gramme fully accredited by the Czech Ministry of Education, which seeks to 
explore the dynamic relationship between International Politics and Human 
Geography, focussing on essential theories, thinkers and regions. Through the 
core courses, students will gain the theoretical tools and the historical back-
ground to develop a deeper analysis of the geography of the world they live in, 
while through their elective classes (which they may choose from a wide range 
of up to 30 classes per semester), they are free to strengthen their knowledge in 
related fields and concentrate on specific regions. The programme is deliber-
ately structured to take advantage of the multidisciplinary nature of the Insti-
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tute of Political Studies and the Faculty, and students will be encouraged to 
make connections between different fields of study, learning to combine a 
Global perspective with attention to detail and local interests. It is an excellent 
stepping stone in developing an academic career in the field of Political Sci-
ence, as well as a valuable source of analytical skills and practical background 
knowledge that can be applied in professional life.  
 
International Economic and Political Studies (IEPS) is a two-year English-
language Master's degree program fully accredited by the Czech Ministry of 
Education, which seeks to investigate contemporary political, economic and 
social issues from a multidisciplinary perspective. Although the predominant 
emphasis is on approaches from economics and political science, students will 
also be expected to explore historical and sociological perspectives. And in a 
world of omnipresent media, basic techniques for the analysis of the media 
will also be emphasized. Through the core courses, students will gain both the 
theoretical tools and the historical background to develop a deeper analysis of 
the world they live in, while though their elective classes (which they may 
choose from a wide range of up to 50 classes per semester), they are free to 
develop their own specialization. The program is deliberately structured to take 
advantage of the multidisciplinary nature of the Faculty, and students will be 
encouraged to make connections between different fields of study, learning to 
combine a Global perspective with attention to detail and local interests. It is 
an excellent stepping stone in developing an academic career in any of the 
Faculty's academic disciplines, as well as a valuable source of analytical skills 
and practical background knowledge that can be applied in professional life.  
  

The International Masters in Economy, State and Society (IMESS) is an estab-
lished two-year double-degree Masters program, taught in English and offered 
by a consortium of leading European universities headed by University Col-
lege London (UCL). The central objective of the program is to enhance global 
understanding and awareness of the wider European region. As well as devel-
oping cultural and linguistic knowledge of both Eastern and Western Europe, 
participants acquire the skills to identify and critically analyze key factors 
shaping the economies, states and societies of the expanding European region. 
The program offers three distinct study tracks, reflecting the unique multidis-
ciplinary expertise of the consortium institutions: Economics and Business; 
Politics and Security; Nation, History and Society. Students spend their first 
year of study at UCL, and their second year at one of the consortium's partner 
universities in Continental Europe (including Charles University). Non-EU 
students may apply for an Erasmus Mundus Scholarship to help defray their 
costs, and there are also limited scholarship opportunities for EU students. 
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Recruitment is handled by UCL.  Further details are available on the IMESS 
website: http://www.imess.eu. 
 
Master in Economics and Finance (MEF) is a two-year English-language Mas-
ter's degree program fully accredited by the Czech Ministry of Education, 
which aims to give the student a thorough grounding in both theoretical and 
applied economics. From the very beginning, the instruction of economics at 
IES has been designed selectively for students who are capable of abstract 
analytical reasoning, and this program is no exception. This emphasis, sup-
ported by knowledge of mathematics, is one of the features that distinguish 
instruction at IES from other Czech economic schools of higher learning. 
Thus, the competitive edge of IES graduates is based not only on their manage-
rial talent, but also on their analytical and reasoning abilities, and on having 
the necessary skills to solve problems individually in various environments. 
IES graduates continue to be in high demand and tend to be successful in both 
theoretical and practical fields (for example, in public administration, as capital 
market analysts in banks, investment companies, pension funds, etc.). Instruc-
tion and supervision are provided by leading economists and professionals who 
are involved in both international economic research and in applied economic 
policy or advisory work for the government. Some staff have had a long career 
in finance, investment banking and portfolio management in North America. 
Overall, publication activity is one of the main criteria for evaluating the work 
of the faculty members.

In the field of studies Physical Education and Sport, its graduates acquire col-
lege qualifications and competences for professional careers in a wide spec-
trum of physical Education and Sport activities, in sports clubs and physical 
education facilities, fitness centres, travel agencies, cultural and recreational 
leisure time centres, municipal offices, etc. 
A balanced structure of mandatory, required elective and elective courses in 
social science and biomedical subjects, the didactics of physical education, in 
selected sports including a cycle of ongoing and associated practices, allowing 
students to fully cover the entire sphere of their professional interests and 
choose among the offered courses of study.

The program is open to those who have graduated from a university or other 
institute of higher education with a master's degree in Protestant Theology (or 
a related discipline) and have given proof of their academic abilities. Appli-
cants also need to have passed examinations in at least one of the languages 
important for European theology, other than their mother tongue (i. e.
