EUROPE IN 2050 THROUGH THE EYES OF THE YOUNG GENERATION

On Tuesday, 22 November 2022, the closing conference of the Europe 2050 project took place at the Vlastenecky
sal of Charles University in Prague. The results of the international art competition The Europe | Want to Live
in: Europe in 2050 will also be announced. The panellists focused on the major challenges for the future of
education in a broader context, such as the role of the arts in our society or how the Czech Republic is being
promoted as part of the EU Presidency. The Europe 2050 Awards was awarded to young artists from five
European countries — the Czech Republic, Romania, Greece, Slovakia and Spain. The project is jointly organised
by the Czech Centres, the Faculty of Education of Charles University and W&Art.

The aim of the conference, which took place at the Vlastenecky sal of Charles University on 22 November 2022, is to
bring together the experts’ perspectives on current European issues. The programme was divided into two blocks. The
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first covered the role of civil society in current and future Europe and the young generation’s view of the future of Europe
in 30 years’ time. The second block featured a panel discussion on the regional event Europe 2050, its contribution to
education and the influence of art in modern pedagogical approaches. The programme included the Award Ceremony of
the European Art Showcase the Europe | Want to Live in, which was launched on 21 October 2021 by Charles University,
W&ART and the Czech Centres as part of the Czech EU Presidency Programme. The presentations on individual topics
were made by Markéta Martinkova, Vice-Rector for Education, Radka Wildova, Deputy Minister for Higher Education,
Science and Research; Michal Nedélka, Dean of the Faculty of Education at Charles University; Ondrej Cerny, Director
General of the Czech Centres.

THE FUTURE THROUGH THE EYES OF THE YOUNG GENERATION

The Europe 2050 project, concluded by the European conference “The Europe | Want to Live in. Europe in 2050” is aimed
to support a public discussion of the young generation on current issues across both Czech and European society. A
follow-up exhibition of the same name shows how the teenagers of today see their future in 2050 and what their vision of
the future of Europe is. The Czech Centres, as one of the project organisers, ensured the international dimension of the
project and at the same time included it in its own extensive programme offer launched to mark the Czech EU Presidency.
“We want to talk about the future, about Europe. We believe that the next generation should be part of the conversation.
The main themes of the project — sustainability, creativity and innovation — appear repeatedly in the young people’s
views on the future,” says Ondiej Cerny, Director General of the Czech Centres, adding: “The project helps to make
these priorities visible through the theme of 'the future of a common Europe'. We are delighted that authors from four
European countries, Romania, Greece, Slovakia and Spain, will attend the Exhibition Opening to receive their awards.”
The 11 Czech Centres that have joined the project: Athens, Berlin, Bratislava, Brussels, Bucharest, Madrid, Munich,
Warsaw, Vienna, Seoul and Paris. Thanks to this, Europe 2050 reached schools from 17 countries. At the same time,
the Czech Centres’ network launched several accompanying events, such as the weeklong creative audio-visual camp
CreaThink Europe 2050, where students learned how to work with audio-visual formats and they were able to submit
their outputs to the Europe 2050 competition. The Czech Centre Paris presented selected projects from the Europe
2050 international art competition in the form of an interactive exhibition within the Europe and Youth project. There are
further exhibitions and presentations of the Europe 2050 project planned at the premises of the European Commission
in Madrid, the Czech House Bratislava, the Czech Centre Vienna and the Czech Centre Paris.

The Project Abroad

The project Europe 2050 was joined by 75 schools from 17 countries.

Selected Europe 2050 Events

Bucharest — CreaThink Europe 2050 — A creative audio-visual camp for students designed to help them learn how to
work with audio-visual formats and to submit their outputs to the competition; April 2022.

Paris — The Czech Centre Paris presented selected projects from the Europe 2050 International Art Competition in an
interactive exhibition within the Europe and Youth Project, October 2022; an exhibition of selected works of the Europe
2050 International Art Competition is planned for 2023.

Madrid — Europe 2050 — an exhibition of works by Spanish pupils and students in the framework of the Europe
2050 project, together with an educational roundtable on how the current young generation perceives Europe and the
European Union; planned for November 2022.

Bratislava — the Europe 2050 exhibition at the Czech House in Bratislava — a collection of winning works from the art
show with an emphasis on Slovak award-winning children and students; spring 2023.
THE CZECH CENTRES
