UK supports access to healthcare for its students

Prague, 26 March 2024 - Charles University has signed a memorandum of cooperation with the healthcare provider
AGEL a.s. Both parties have agreed to cooperate in the future in the area of supporting access to basic healthcare for
students of Charles University.

In the cooperation agreement, Charles University undertook to provide students with information about AGEL's
healthcare facilities.
