Charles University and the National Gallery open a new chapter of
cooperation

Prague, August 21, 2024 - Charles University and the National Gallery in Prague will cooperate in the field of education,
art and science. The mutual agreement was confirmed by the signatures of the Rector of Charles University, Milena
Krali¢kova, the Director of the National Gallery of Prague, Alicja Knast, and the Dean of the Faculty of Philosophy of
Charles University, Eva Leheckova, on Tuesday, August 20, 2024.

Charles University (Charles University) will support scientific and research cooperation within the framework of jointly
solved professional, scientific research, popularization and educational grants and projects. The National Gallery of
Prague (NGP) will continue to make its collections accessible and welcomes any professional contribution that will
further deepen its work with them. University scholars and curators, as well as other NGP experts, will participate in the
preparation of professional conferences and research exhibitions.

"Through the cooperation with the National Gallery, Charles University will gain further interesting opportunities for its
teachers and students to connect their studies and research projects with such an important cultural institution and to
further benefit from this cooperation in their further education. This is a very valuable experience, which is why | greatly
appreciate such an offer," said Charles University Rector Milena Kralickova at the signing of the memorandum.

The NGP will offer free admission to temporary exhibitions as well as to exhibitions of the collection, so that it can serve
as a resource for lectures and seminars for students from the humanities-oriented faculties of Charles University, such
as the Faculty of Arts, the Catholic Theological Faculty or the Faculty of Education, whose study programs in art history
or the history of Christian art are directly related to the study of works of art. The gallery will also be involved in university
activities on other related topics such as sustainability and digitization.

Commenting on the joint memorandum, Alicja Knast, Director of the National Gallery Prague, said: "I am very pleased
that the Rector Milena Kralickova and the Dean Eva Leheékova and | have formulated a way of successful cooperation.
I believe that the memorandum with Charles University will serve as a basis for agreements with other universities. And
students of art history at the universities will be able to use the collections and exhibition spaces of the NGP for their
education free of charge."

In particular, the Faculty of Arts of Charles University (FF UK) has committed itself to cooperation in research grant
projects and intends to actively contribute to the professional preparation of joint exhibition, conference and publication
projects. FF UK is also preparing to train and support future candidates for positions as NGP professionals and staff
in relevant specialties.

"The collaboration with the National Gallery will give our faculty and especially our students the opportunity to connect
their discipline with practice, whether it is understanding the workings of such an institution or applying research to
presentation practice. | see the fact that we can enrich our students' education with such a connection as a great
advantage," said Eva Leheckova, Dean of the Faculty of Arts at Charles University.
