V roce 2023 univerzita podminku upusténi od poplatku Zadateliim rozvolnila. Nyni mohou pfihlasku zdarma ziskat vSichni
ti, ktefi dolozi pfidavky na dité az do 3,4nasobku zivotniho minima (oproti pfedchozi podmince do 1,5nasobku Zivotniho
minima). Jiz v lofiském roce tak Univerzita Karlova zaznamenala &tyfnasobny zajem oproti pfedchozim ro¢nikim.

Free application and other support for socio-economically
disadvantaged students at Charles University
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Prague, 25 October 2024 - For the fourth year, Charles University is offering one free application for students facing
economic difficulties to any faculty and any study programme.By doing so, Charles University reduces barriers to study
at the university for socio-economically disadvantaged students and makes it possible for those who have not considered
applying to Charles University for financial reasons to study as well.

The administrative fee for the admissions process for the following academic year is CZK 910 per electronically submitted
application, a relatively significant amount for a low-income family.

In order to apply for the free application, proof of receipt of child benefit is required and the application must be submitted
by 31 December 2024. The option of not paying for the application is now available for the second year to an increasing
number of male and female applicants.

In 2023, the University has relaxed the fee waiver requirement for applicants. All those who provide evidence of child
benefit up to 3.4 times the minimum subsistence level (compared to the previous condition of up to 1.5 times the minimum
subsistence level) can now apply free of charge. Already last year, Charles University has seen a fourfold increase in
interest compared to previous years. A total of 50 male and female applicants have already received a free application.

Applicants are notified by the end of January each year whether their application for a free application has been
successful. Applicants can also take advantage of a discount system for SCIO tests, both from SCIO itself and from the
Faculty of Social Sciences of the UK and the Faculty of Law of the UK.

Even after successful admission to Charles University, students with economic difficulties are supported by a system of
services, such as increased social grants or scholarships to support accommodation, the possibility of joining a mentoring
programme, the loan of study aids, the offer of part-time jobs or career counselling, etc. Students with socio-economic
and other disadvantages are supported by the Carolina Centre at the UK Point at the Rector's Office of Charles University
with counselling and other activities.
