? Matematika: Jan Volec — specialista na teorii grafi a kombinatoriku, ktery Uspésné fesi slozité matematické problémy,
véetné dlouho nevyfesenych domnének.

? Pocitacové védy: Jan Kretinsky — expert na verifikaci umélé inteligence a bezpecnost programovych systému. Vyviji
matematické nastroje pro kontrolu robotli a neuronovych siti.

? Spolecenské védy: Ota Pavlicek — historik a filozof, ktery pfispiva k vyzkumu védecké tradice a elit v minulych
stoletich. Vede digitalni projekty umoznujici ,cestovani Casem®.

? Chemie: Tomas Pluskal — védec, ktery propojuje molekularni biologii a umélou inteligenci pfi vyzkumu metabolomiky.
Jeho vyzkum ma zasadni vyznam pro objevovani novych [éCiv.

? Fyzika: Petr Sulc — tvirce priilomového nastroje oxDNA pro modelovani nukleovych kyselin. Jeho vyzkum nachazi
uplatnéni v diagnostice i vyvoji novych materiald.

? Medicina: Martina BeneSova Schafer — jeji prace v oblasti jaderné mediciny vedla k vyvoji radiofarmaka pro Ié¢bu
rakoviny prostaty, které nyni pomaha pacientiim po celém svété.

The Neuron 2024 Prize was awarded to seven personalities
associated with the UK

The Neuron Foundation enters the new year with a historic milestone. For the first time, it will honour a teacher
who fosters a love of science and inspires budding scientists at a gala event at the National Museum on 19
January 2025. The Foundation will thus kick off a year in which it wants to focus more on the younger generation
and their motivation for science. The award is part of the prestigious Neuron Awards, which the Foundation
presents for outstanding scientific achievements.

This year's edition will be held in the spirit of the motto Science is Beautiful, including the presence of the President of
the Czech Republic Petr Pavel, who will present one of the awards. The programme will be presented by the popular
actor Marek Adamczyk. For the first time in its history, the Neuron Foundation will award the Prize for Developing the
Love of Science, which comes with a financial reward of CZK 500,000. The first ever winner of this prize is Professor
Jan Cerny, who has long been dedicated to popularising science and supporting young talents - for example, in the
framework of the Biology Olympiads or the Science Programme at Charles University, which he co-founded. The award
for developing a love of science will be presented by Czech President Petr Pavel.

"We are very happy to receive the Neuron Prize for developing a love of science. Awakening curiosity and supporting
students is one of the main pillars of Neuron. Professor Jan Cerny is the embodiment of a good and enlightened teacher
who gives students the opportunity to grow and does not extinguish their enthusiasm," says Monika Vondrakova,
Director and Co-Founder of the Neuron Foundation.

The main Neuron 2024 Prize, which is awarded for outstanding contribution to science, will be given to renowned physical
chemist Pavel Jungwirth. His main contribution lies in understanding the solvation of ions and electrons in water and
at water interfaces. The Neuron Prize comes with a prize of CZK 1.5 million.

The Neuron Prize for Promising Scientists will be awarded to seven young scientists who are making significant
achievements in their fields. The laureates will receive a financial prize of CZK 500,000 to support their further scientific
work.

Overview of the Neuron Awards for Promising Scientists 2024

? Biology: Klara Hlouchova - researches the evolution of proteins and their functions. Her discoveries have the potential
to shed light on the origin of life on Earth and its possible occurrence elsewhere in the universe.

? Mathematics: Jan Volec - a specialist in graph theory and combinatorics who successfully solves complex
mathematical problems, including long unsolved conjectures.

? Computer Science: Jan Kretinsky - an expert in artificial intelligence verification and security of software systems. He
develops mathematical tools for controlling robots and neural networks.

? Social Sciences: Ota Pavli¢ek - historian and philosopher who contributes to research on scientific tradition and elites
in past centuries. He leads digital projects enabling "time travel".

? Chemistry: Tomas Pluskal - scientist who combines molecular biology and artificial intelligence in metabolomics
research. His research is crucial for new drug discovery.

? Physics: Petr Sulc - creator of the breakthrough oxDNA tool for modelling nucleic acids. His research has applications
in diagnostics and the development of new materials.

? Medicine: Martina BeneSova Schifer - her work in nuclear medicine has led to the development of a
radiopharmaceutical for the treatment of prostate cancer that is now helping patients around the world.

The Neuron Prize for bridging science and business will be awarded to the start-up SophoMer, which has developed a
synthetic material that improves the quality of diagnostic tests. The spiritual fathers of the startup are Jan Plicka and Jifi
Moos, who work with the scientific team at the Institute of Macromolecular Chemistry.

Neuron Prizes
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The Neuron Foundation recognises excellent Czech scientists and supports their work. The winners of the Neuron
Awards are decided by a scientific board, which presents awards in seven fields each year. The Neuron Prizes are
prestigious awards for young scientists as well as for personalities with an international impact, which are also associated
with a personal financial bonus thanks to donations from patrons.

Neuron Foundation for Science

The Neuron Foundation supports the Czech scientific environment, recognises excellent scientists with the Neuron
Awards, searches for new scientific talent, carries out student internships at prestigious foreign universities and funds
field research within the framework of the Neuron Expeditions, thanks to which, for example, one of the oldest Mayan
cities or the previously undescribed uakari monkey have been discovered. All funds for the Neuron Foundation come from
private benefactors, including Dalibor Dédek, Eduard Kugera, Josef Prasa, Jaroslav Rasa, Monika Rasa Vondrakova,
Vaclav Dejémar, Marek Vasi¢ek and Otakar Suffner.

Neuron has so far spent 140 million crowns on the support and popularization of Czech science, awarded 120 Neuron
Prizes and supported 11 scientific expeditions in the amount of 5.5 million crowns.
