Praha, 3. 4. 2025 — Predni ¢eské univerzity, vysoké Skoly a vyzkumné instituce se sesly v Karolinu na historicky
prvnim pracovnim setkani k institucionalni odolnosti vysokych $kol. Cilem bylo hledani spolecného postupu v oblasti
bezpecnosti vyzkumu, ktera se stava klicovym tématem nejen v Ceské republice, ale i v evropském akademickém
prostoru.

Setkani navazalo na mezinarodni diskuse o ochrané akademického prostiedi a reflektovalo rostouci pozadavky
Evropské unie i Ministerstva Skolstvi na zajiSténi bezpe€nostnich standardd ve védecké praci. U¢astnici, mezi kterymi
byla i fada prorektord €eskych vefejnych a statnich univerzit a vysokych skol, jednali o moznostech spoluprace a

Academic institutions in the Czech Republic join forces to
strengthen knowledge security

Prague, 3 April 2025 - Leading Czech universities, colleges and research institutions gathered at the Karolinum for
the first ever working meeting on institutional resilience of universities. The aim was to seek joint action on knowledge
security, which is becoming a key issue not only in the Czech Republic, but also in the European academic space.
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The meeting was a continuation of international discussions on the protection of the academic environment and reflected
the growing demands of the European Union and the Ministry of Education to ensure safety standards in scientific
work. Participants, including a number of vice-rectors and deans of Czech public and state universities and colleges,
discussed ways of cooperation and coordination in strengthening the security of research against illegitimate influence
and protecting the reputation of academic institutions.
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The meeting was opened by Véra Jourova, Vice-Rector for the Development of Human Resources and New
Technologies at Charles University, who spoke about the importance of cooperation in defending institutions against
foreign interference.

"Our goal is to create a platform where universities and research institutions can share best practices in implementing
knowledge security measures. Establishing systematic cooperation is an important step towards strengthening
institutional resilience in the academic environment in the Czech Republic. The high attendance at today's meeting also
confirms that this topic is gaining more and more attention,” said Véra Jourova, Vice-Rector of Charles University.

Other speakers who presented papers on institutional resilience and examples from practice included Valérie Harska,
head of the knowledge security unit at Charles University, Professor David Honys, responsible for coordinating research
security activities at the Czech Academy of Sciences, and Jitka Langova, head of the security department at Palacky
University Olomouc.

The programme also included the presentation of the Memorandum of Cooperation signed last November between
Charles University, the Czech Academy of Sciences and Palacky University in Olomouc. Other institutions now have
the opportunity to join this initiative. Shortly before the memorandum was signed, a conference on institutional resilience
as a tool for ensuring academic freedom was held in the Patriotic Hall of the Karolinum, with the participation of Czech
and international experts.
