IMPORTANT INFORMATION ABOUT 
THE SOCRATES-ERASMUS PROGRAMME

Applicants for Erasmus exchanges with the University of Oxford should note the following:

1. Whilst we endeavour to make official offers to applicants as early as possible, the entrance procedure at Oxford does take a long time.  We therefore cannot guarantee that applicants will receive notification until shortly before the proposed start of the attachment.

2. Whilst we will try to ensure that applicants are offered an attachment for their preferred dates, we cannot always guarantee that this will be the case. It is particularly difficult to arrange attachments that do not coincide with term dates (see below).  You might find it useful to know that the most popular dates are Oct-Dec, and it is sometimes slightly more difficult to arrange attachments for this period. Applicants are strongly advised not to make firm travel arrangements until they have received notification of an offer of a place.

3. Erasmus Exchange students are admitted by and will be provided with accommodation by one of the Oxford Colleges. It is not usually possible for exchange students to have a choice in the type of accommodation.
